Thesis Allocation Form

This allocation form is designed to enable the programme team to allocate your proposed thesis project to an academic supervisor. It is appreciated that your aims and project may currently be provisional and there are likely to be some changes. 

We ask that you give details for three possible projects, each with a different named supervisor, in order of preference A-C. We will try to allocate you a supervisor your preferred projects if possible, though this may not always be possible.  By providing three possible projects we aim to ensure all trainees can be allocated a supervisor for one of their ideas.  Please ensure you have discussed your proposed projects with the supervisors you are listing on your form.  
Note that projects, rather than individuals, are allocated to thesis supervisors. Thus whilst some amendments to the project are expected, if the project changes substantially (e.g. to a new area), your supervisor may advise you to submit another thesis allocation form.

This allocation form is used solely to allocate the thesis to an academic supervisor. It does not need to be detailed and you can submit another one at any time. We simply need sufficient information to determine who would be suited to advise the project. See Research Handbook Section 7 for further information.
